It also provides an opportunity to remember
those who rendered honorable military service in defending the country in times of war
or peace to gratefully acknowledge their contribution in preserving our sovereignty and
defending our national security.

With this year's theme, “lpunla ang Kagitingan sa Kabataan, lhanda ang
Beterano ng Kinabukasan,” the TWC aims to present our veterans as among the
country’s national treasures and to revive the “culture of heroism” which the Filipino
race has been known for essentially because of our veterans’ valor and selfless
sacrifices.

To promote public awareness in the observance of the event, all government
agencies are enjoined to undertake the following activities:

» Disseminating information on the annual observance of the Philippine
Veterans Week and commemoration of the Araw ng Kagitingan;

» Enjoining participation in the Philippine Veterans Week events, Araw ng
Kagitingan and replication ceremonies in the provinces;

» Production and posting of a tarpaulin with the attached design to convey
solidarity in oneness with the nation in the observance of 2015 Philippine
Veterans Week;
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e Holding of a special flag-raising ceremony on 06 April 2015, the Monday
within the week-long observance, during which literature on the
observance will be read, and the “Pledge of Patriotism” will be jointly
recited by all; and

e Posting at any related Philippine Veterans Week information on agency
websites and Facebook accounts (Kagitingan logo, tarpaulin design with
theme, activities, etc.).
