Pursuant to Presidential Proclamation No. 798, s. 1991, the National Commission for 
Culture and the Arts (NCCA) will lead the annual Museums and Galleries Month 
(MGM) celebration in October. The Celebration underscores the importance of arousing 
the national consciousness and pride in our rich culture and national identity. 
 
With the theme ³Embracing Uncertainty: Showcasing Solidarity, Hope and Recovery´, the 
event aims to highlight the binding role of museums and galleries as cultural identifiers in 
a rapidly-changing world.

x Participating in the online campaign thread about the 2022 MGM celebration 
by sharing heritage-related content including photos, videos, news features, 
and other collaterals released by the NCCA using the hashtags #MGM2022 
and #MGMEmbracingUncertainty; 
 

x Organizing own MGM Activities and participating in heritage-related events 
such as webinars, online workshops, online lectures, and online exhibits;
